Informed Consent and Hold-Harmless Agreement: I understand that participation in Scouting activities involves a certain degree of risk. In consideration of the benefits to be derived and after carefully considering the risk involved, and in view of the fact that the Boy Scouts of America is an organization in which membership in voluntary, and having full confidence that precautions will be taken to ensure the safety and well-being of my son/ward, I hereby consent to his full participation on all Troop 70 activities during his membership with Troop 70, and waive all claims against the volunteer leaders of Troop 70 and the Boy Scouts of America. Troop activities may include, but are not limited to, backpacking, mountain and road bicycling, mountain hiking and camping throughout the year, cross-country and downhill skiing, swimming, river and lake canoeing, white-water rafting, sailing, horseback riding, rock climbing/rappelling, the annual week at a BSA summer camp, and the bi-annual high adventure trek.

Surgical Waiver and Emergency Treatment: In the event of medical emergency, I hereby give permission to the physician selected by the Scoutmaster or other adult leader in charge to hospitalize, secure proper anesthesia, or to order injection or surgery for my son/ward. I understand the leader in charge will make reasonable efforts to contact me (using the phone numbers below) before taking any such action, if possible.

Medical Information and Limitations: I understand the troop will use the medical information provided by me and/or our physician on the Annual Health and Medical Form, required annually. I will provide all necessary information on the Annual Health and Medical Form (available at http://www.scouting.org/filestore/pdf/34605_Letter.pdf). I will provide an updated Form for any new or changed health and medical information or restrictions affecting my son's/ward's Scouting participation.

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BEHAVIOR AND DISCIPLINE POLICY

In view of the liability of the Troop members, Troop leaders, and the Troop Committee members in the case of an injury to a Scout or property damage done by any Scout when at a troop-sponsored activity or campout, the Troop Committee has adopted the following discipline policy.

Any Scout intentionally participating in an activity that has the potential to cause harm to himself or to other troop members, or behaving in such a manner that reflects negatively upon Troop 70 or the BSA, or intentionally participating in any activity that may cause damage to public or private property, will be disciplined. Behavior that is cause for disciplinary action as outlined in the Discipline Procedures includes, but is not limited to:

1. Not respecting the authority of youth or adult leadership.

2. Significantly unsafe actions.

3. Physical or verbal hazing or harassment of another person.

4. Leaving designated areas without leader permission:

a. Not informing a leader of their whereabouts at all times.

b. Going to an area other than that requested.

c. Entering property marked “No Trespassing.”

5. Exploring physical hazards without an adult leader’s permission and supervision (i.e. lakes, creeks, cliffs, caves or underground areas, boats, abandoned structures, etc.)

6. Use of any type of vehicle, machinery, or equipment without the permission of an adult leader.

7. Any type of property damage to natural or man-made areas.

8. Excessively rowdy, unruly, loud, disrespectful, disobedient, or disruptive behavior.

9. Use of cursing or foul language.

10. Smoking cigarettes or the use of any controlled or illegal substance including alcohol.
11. Any other behavior that violates the Scout Oath, Law, Outdoor Code, or Leave No Trace principles.

DISCIPLINE PROCEDURES

The leader in charge will discuss the infraction with the Scout at the time of the violation, reminding him of the Behavior and Discipline Policy and Procedures.

On the first offense, the Troop Committee Chairman will be notified by the leader in charge and given all details of the offense. The Committee Chairman will see that the parents/guardians of the Scout are notified, informing them that the behavior will not be tolerated. This will serve as a first warning to the Scout and the parents.

On the second offense, the Troop Committee Chairman will be notified by the leader in charge and given all details of the offense. The Committee Chairman will see that the parents/guardians of the Scout are notified and the parents/guardians and the Scout must appear before the Troop Committee to discuss the problem. 

On a third offense, notification follows the same pattern as above and the parents/guardians will be requested to remove the Scout from Troop 70.  

Should the Troop Committee deem that a first or second offense is significant enough (possession or use of illegal substances, assault or the threat thereof, breaking any other law) they may at their discretion involve local district, council or law enforcement or request that the parents/guardians remove the Scout from Troop 70 immediately.

Each Scout and his parents will be required to sign this form acknowledging their understanding of the Troop 70 Behavior and Discipline Policy and agreeing to abide by this safety measure necessary for the safety of all Troop members.
